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Riding the Twisties in the Mountains

Riding twisties in the mountains can be very challenging, especially for the novice
rider. Even if you have ridden for years, you might not have had a lot of experience on
the multiple, twisty, tight curves; and they can be quite intimidating. The BIGGEST
thing to remember is: Ride Your Own Ride!

Riding in a group on the winding roads can be fun, but you can get yourself in
trouble quickly, if you dondt plan each curyv

When you are coming into a tight corner, you have to slow down to a speed that you
can ride through the corner without getting yourself into trouble. Slow down so that
you can get through the corner at a comfortable and safe speed for you.

LANE INTEGRITY. Maintain your own lane. If you cross over the line while
negotiating a tight corner, you could be in for a big surprisean oncoming vehicle! The
outcome will not be good, so stay in your own lane, and be watching for oncoming
traffic to cross onto your side of the road.

PAY ATTENTION. When negotiating tight corners, you need to be paying close
attention to each and every corner. Do not let anything distract you! Do not let your
radio, GPS, Bluetooth or your CeRider take your mind off the task at hand keeping
your motorcycle in your own lane and upright. Approach each corner at the speed
you want and accelerate coming out of the corner. Practice this until it becomes
second nature to you.

One mistake could be fatal .-Riderponanyofywurdanger
fellow riders by overriding a curve.
