1. Locate the fire extinguishers on the floor.
2. If you hear an alarm while in your room, feel the door first and do not open it if is hot.
3. Do not use the elevator.
4. If the hall is relatively smoke free use the stair to exit.
5. If the hall is filled with smoke crawl to the exit. If you cannot get to the exit, return to your room.
6. Turn off the ventilation system, stuff door cracks and vents with wet towels and call the front desk or thje
fire department to report the fire and your |l ocdtion.
