Y Junction! 

   OK, itôs January 2012! Itôs time for New Yearôs Resolutions. Letôs make some safety resolutions and work very     

diligently to keep them. Our lives may depend on it! 

   First, letôs start with our riding apparel: helmets, long sleeves, long pants (no shorts!), over-the-ankle boots, gloves 

and eye protection. Also, make a real fashion statement with something bright green or orangeðthey are the IN 

colors for safety this year.  

   Second, letôs check out our bikes and trikes. We have a long riding season coming up and our rides need to be in top 

condition. Ask yourself: Do I need new tires? Do I need new brakes? What about an oil change? You know the drill. 

Itôs time to act on it. 

   Third, letôs think about our riding skills. Is it time for ARC/ERC/TRC courses (Advanced Rider Course/Experienced 

Rider Course/Trike Rider Course)?  There are a few courses scheduled during the winter months.  Some will be     

offered at Spring Fling and other upcoming conventions in 2012.  Chapter Y is planning a Team-Riding Class and 

Road Captain class in the next month or so. Stay tuned. Also Y will be conducting some PLPs (Parking Lot Practices) 

this year. The PLPs are very good to practice your slow riding skills and simply get more comfortable with your bike/

trike. If  you have not participated in a PLP, I highly recommend that you do so. These courses are a great help in  

refreshing your cycling skills even if you are not due in the Levels Program. 

   As our new riding season starts, we need to remember all of the safe things that keep us safe. When we are group 

riding, maintain your stagger and your distances apart. If you are too close to the bike/trike directly in front of you, 

you wonôt have time to stop in an emergency. If you back off too far, you allow other vehicles to move into our group. 

This could make a dangerous scenario. 

   Do not allow anything to distract you from your riding. When you are riding a bike/trike, you need to be alert and 

concentrate on what is going on around you. Road conditions can change very fast and you should always be ready for 

any emergency. Donôt have your music too loud, and donôt let your GPS or other electronic devices distract you. It 

only takes a second to get yourself in trouble, and you certainly donôt want to drag your friends with you. Keep    

yourself safe and this will ensure that you keep your friends safe too. 

   While riding on the twisties keep your lane integrity (stay on your side of the center line), and give the guy in front 

of you plenty of room and watch how you come out of the curve. Donôt go into the corner too fast  and remember to 

accelerate a little coming out. Be very careful, the curves might get you! 

   I know that most of you have heard or read the safety information above many times, but it is good information to 

think about all of the time. While you are riding, it will help to keep you safe.

Phoenix, AZ (December 1, 2011)ðGold Wing Road Riders Association (GWRRA) announces a change to their       

longstanding Find-A-Friend Program. This Recruitment Program, for the Members of the Association, has always been a 

popular program, but now, GWRRA has added a new twist. Members who recruit just five (5) new memberships 

(households) into GWRRA will receive a gift certificate worth $55! Essentially they NEVER HAVE TO PAY DUES 

AGAIN! The program will begin January 1, 2012 and run through December 31, 2012. It will be open to all Members of 

GWRRA. This program is just part of GWRRAôs way to help celebrate their 35th anniversary (1977-2012). 

To explain the Find-A-Friend Program and the NEVER PAY DUES AGAIN twist, for every five (5) new memberships

Free 

yearôs membership may be applied towards consecutive years necessary for Life Membership. Trial Membership 

applications may be used for the recruiting efforts. Membership fees must be paid to qualify for this Find-A-Friend 

program. 

GWRRA will provide hangar tags, information recruiting cards, and inserts that explain the program to help your 

recruiting efforts. If you would like recruiting materials, all you have to do is e-mail customerservice@gwrra.org or call 

Customer Service, they will be more than happy to send these great recruiting tools to you. In addition, you will be able 

to download the following from our Find-A-Friend website (www.gwrra.org/FAF.html): website ads, Chapter newsletter 

ads, printable Find-A-Friend applications, hangar tags, information recruiting cards and inserts that explain the program.
