   Yõs Chapter Educators 

   Summer seems to be upon us...itôs really HOT!  In order to be safe and comfortable, 

we need to adjust our way of dressing to ride. Summer riding presents a whole lot of 

issues that we must consider. Our riding  apparel has to change to help keep us as cool 

as possible.  Shorts, short sleeve shirts, and sandals are not good options. The sun and 

wind will take a toll on your skin-sun and wind burn-and the possibility of road rash 

should always be in the back of your mind. Keep sunscreen with you and plenty of  

liquids to drink -at least 8 ounces of water every hour.  Dehydration is a real concern 

during this time of the year.  Hyperthermia may occur. It results when your body  

cannot regulate its internal temperature. Your temperature rises uncontrollably and 

this could lead to a medical emergency. 

  Cool collars will help when it is really hot; also, cool vests are available. You soak 

both of these items in water and they stay cool for several hours. Lightweight mesh 

armor jackets are another option for staying cool. If need be, just soak your shirt at a 

rest stop. 

  For those of you attending Wing Ding, there will be vendors who will offer plenty of    

devices for keeping cool and safe. Check them out. 

   To summarize:  

1) Stop often to cool down.  

2) Drink plenty of liquids.        

3)   Wear weather appropriate clothing.
