Let me share 
with you how this festivity started.  
 
In 1909, while listening to a Motherôs Day ser-
mon, Mrs. John B. Dodd (of Washington) 
thought it would be wonderful to have a day to 
honor fathers.  So she asked her minister to 
give a church service dedicated to fathers on 
June 5 th (her fatherôs birthday).  He agreed. 
But because that date was too soon for him to 
prepare the service, he spoke two weeks later 
on June 19 th.  From then on, people in Wash-
ington State celebrated Fatherôs Day on the 
third Sunday in June. In those days, wearing 
flowers was a traditional way of celebrating 
Fatherôs Day ï a red rose to honor a father 
whoôs still living, while a white flower to pay 
tribute to a dad whoôs passed away.  
 
 
States and various organizations began lobby-
ing Congress to declare an annual Fatherôs 
Day. And in 1924, President Calvin Coolidge 
supported the idea of a national Fatherôs Day. 
Since then, fathers had been revered and rec-
ognized by their families throughout the na-
tion on the third Sunday in June. And in 1966, 
President Lyndon Johnson signed a presiden-
tial proclamation to make it official.  
It doesnôt matter how you plan to celebrate Fa-
therôs Day this year, if youôre like most people, 
just being with your dad will bring you a tre-
mendous amount of joy and happiness.  If 
youôre a father yourself, youôll likely spend 
this special day with your children.

 ñTHE WOBBLEò 
 

A WOBBLE OCCURS WHEN THE FRONT WHEEL AND HANDLEBARS SUDDENLY START TO    

SHAKE FROM SIDE TO SIDE AT ANY SPEED.  MOST  WOBBLES CAN BE TRACED TO IMPROPER 

LOADING, UNSUITABLE ACCESSORIES, OR INCORRECT TIRE PRESSURE.  IF YOU ARE CARRY-

ING A HEAVY LOAD, LIGHTEN IT .  IF YOU CANôT SHIFT IT, CENTER THE WEIGHT LOWER AND 

FARTHER FORWARD ON THE MOTORCYCLE.   MAKE SURE TIRE PRESSURE, SPRING  

PRE-LOAD, AIR SHOCKS AND DAMPERS ARE AT THE SETTINGS RECOMMENDED FOR THAT 

MUCH WEIGHT.  MAKE SURE WINDSHIELDS AND FAIRINGS ARE MOUNTED PROPERLY.  

CHECK FOR POORLY ADJUSTED STEERING; WORN STEERING PARTS; A FRONT WHEEL THAT 

IS BENT OR MISALIGNED; OUT OF BALANCE.OR LOOSE WHEEL BEARINGS OR SPOKES AND 

SWINGARM BEARINGS.  IF NONE OF THESE ARE DETERMINED TO BE THE CAUSE, HAVE THE 

MOTOR CYCLE CHECKED OUT THOROUGHLY BY A QUALIFIED PROFESSIONAL.  TRYING TO  

ACCELERATE OUT OF A WOBBLE; WILL ONLY MAKE THE MOTORCYCLE MORE UNSTABLE.  

INSTEAD GRIP THE HANDLE BARS FIRMLY, BUT DONôT FIGHT THE WOBBLE. CLOSE THE 

THROTTLE GRADUALLY TO SLOW DOWN.  DO NOT APPLY THE BRAKES, BRAKING COULD 

MAKE THE WOBBLE WORSE.  MOVE YOUR WEIGHT AS FAR FORWARD AND DOWN AS  

POSSIBLE.  PULL OFF THE ROAD AS SOON AS YOU CAN TO FIX THE THE PROBLEM.
