Cruise Control
(Never If The Road Is Wet)

You may have cruise control on your bi
on a long ride and your right hand begins to cramp. But, you should pay attention to this
bit of advice: NEVER use cruise control if the road is wet!

I f your bikebs speed sensor obtains it
is slippery, your engine can begin to race aggressively as that control tries to increase yo
speed. That, of course, spins the rear tire. You have lost control.
