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The ABC of Fire Extinguishers
Fire extinguishers are firighting tools designed to extinguish small firast out of control fires suc

Class A fires while Dry Chemical agents can be used on Classes B and C, and Dry Powder agents can pe used on
Classes A,B, and C.
Fire is classified into four types, the three most common types are;
Class Acommon combustibles like paper, wood, some plastics and fabrics.
Class Bflammable/combustible liquids like gasoline, diesel, and cooking oils.
Class Cenergizeckelectrical equipment such as computers, appliances and electric miattarshat when the
electricity has been removed, these fires can be handled like a class A fire.
The fourth type i€lass D combustible metals such as magnesium, titanium, potassium and sodium. Clgss D
fires require special chemicals and generally the extinguishers for this type of fire is only found where th&t type
of fire is likely to occur. Using the wrong extinguisher on a fire can be very dangerous for the operator afid
possibly make the fire larger.
So now you know a little about the types of extinguishers, let us talk about how to use them. A simple
acronym to remember is P.A.S.S. Standing at least six to eight feet back from the fire:
P Pull the pin/locking device.
A Aim the nozzle at the base of the fire.
S Squeeze the handle or trigger.
S Sweep the nozzle back and forth.
After extinguishing the fire, call the fire department, then watch the ar
closely to ensure that the fire does not reignite.
Choosing what type and size fire extinguisher you need is based
upon the location or property you want to protect. In a vehicle or on a
motorcycle a good choice would be a 1 to 2.5 pound ABC type extinguisher that will not take up a
lot of room or add a lot of weighBome manufacturers have begun labeling the different sizesifor
specific locations such as kitchen, garage, shop, etc. This is based on the amount and type of
agent used in the extinguisher and the most likely type of fire to occur in those areas. @n your
motorcycle | would suggest an extinguisher that is labeled Kitchen. These are generally BC
extinguishers in the under 2 pound range.
While this article will give some of the knowledge needed to choose and use a fife
extinguisher, it will not replace the knowledge and skills you can obtain from taking a fife
extinguisher class. Check with your local fire department for the times and locations thgt they
will be teaching their next class.
