     Spring is here and we've been riding! Itôs a GREAT  feeling! Let's talk about our       

lovable Co-Riders. They are very important to us, and we need to make them feel safe and      

comfortable while riding behind us. They are the boss, more or less. If they feel the need to 

stop for any reason, then we need to make it happen. If they are uncomfortable about 

weather or road conditions, then we need to do something to make them more comfortable.  

     Before we allow co-riders to sit behind us, they need to understand what their duties 

are. (Get on, set down, shut up and hang on are not going to cut it!)  I am referring to points 

such as staying lined up with the center line of the bike, not moving around suddenly, not 

trying to help through turns by leaning, keeping their feet on the passenger floorboards no 

matter what happens, or never trying to touch the ground with their feet to try to hold up the 

motorcycle. In case of an accident, the saddlebag guardrails will protect their legs as long as 

their feet remain on the floorboards. 

   The Co-Riders seminar is a great way to get the Co-Riders more comfortable riding in the 

back seat. The co-rider hand signals (especially effective with reflective gloves) for      

slowing, road hazards, etc. are a great help to all bikers. Perhaps you did not hear a warning 

from the ride leader, or you may not have a CB at all, but you might be able to understand 

and react in a safe way from the hand signals of the motorcyclist ahead.  

  The Co-Rider has another responsibility. If anything should happen to the rider while   

motorcycling down the road, and he becomes unable to control the bike, the Co-Rider 

needs to know how to bring the bike to a stop, hopefully, without a crash. The Co-Rider 

course teaches you how to put your arms under the Rider's arms to hold him upright and 

centered on the bike,  take hold of the handle bars to maintain control of the bike, and hit 

the kill switch. Then the co-rider can bring the bike slowly to a stop and let it fall over.  It 

sounds like a daunting thing to do, but it will be less scary if you will practice this on the 

bike while it is on the center stand (or trike) until you feel comfortable with the process. It 

never hurts to be prepared! Ride safe!

Updating your "Home Chapter"   In GWRRA we assign zip codes to Chapters based on the areas and Members         

associated within those areas. It is true that any Member can attend any Chapter, or belong to multiple Chapters. In our 

reporting system we have the capability to track only one home Chapter that you will be associated with, and you will only 

show up on that Chapter's reporting system. 

    Initially, we assign Chapters pertaining to the zip code in which you currently live. If you would like to be assigned to a 

different Chapter, you can call Member Services and request the change. There are a few reasons you may wish to change 

your "Home Chapter". For example, your primary residence may be in one state, but you want to belong to a Chapter in a 

different state that you have a secondary residence, or you visit multiple Chapters, but would like to be assigned to one 

specific Chapter.  

   Address changes can be a little trickier. If your address changes, your Chapter assignment will automatically change to 

reflect your new address unless you have given us a specific Chapter that you would like to belong. If that is the case, your 

Home Chapter will remain the same.  

   Recently we were allowing Chapter MEC's to change Member Chapter assignments. This was due to a Chapter of the 

Year recruiting and retention contest, which ended on November 1st, 2010. Members will now need to call and change their 

own Chapter assignment with our friendly Member Services Team at 800-843-9460 or 623-581-2500 (Phoenix)
