As we follow/jsome
members to sister chapter meetings and fun days in a car, we have a better view of the chapter ride as a gr
have some members who might not know where to ride. So, here is the suggested arrangement of motorc I les for
group riding. The lead bike is in front of the group and will ride in the left track when in a staggered formatio A
new rider or one with less experience or less confidence should be in second place or fourth or another evefl num-
bered position so they are riding in the right track. This will allow the lead and drag bike to better monitor thig
riderds progress. I n case of an emergency (acci ent or
rest of the group proceeds to a safe location off of the roadway. The lead bike and drag bike need to have working
CB radios at all times. All riders have the right to talk on the CB radio but should keep it short in case the lggd or
drag bike riders have something to say about the ride. Or they might need to inform everyone of something i the
road or another possible hazard like a car trying to pass the group. Try to stay in your track as you ride. | niced
some riders cross over the center line and back into their track. This is not safe at all. Try to line up in the ‘1;
track if you do not feel safe riding in the left track close to the center line. We were able to notice this happeling
from our view in the van.
