Raindyl
learned over his years of riding that the Honda 1500s have a bad reputation for failing alternators. Luckily he had an extedternator
in his trailer. Randy pulled out his tools and replaced the dead alternator. In less than 30 minutes our bike was once aggirand
running. We joined our group at the gas station. | left the engine running to recharge the battery while | cleaned up a bit.

As we prepared to pull out on the road to continue our ride, the engine died again. We were once again without power; noghon
the dash was working. Our group circled back to join us to begin problersolving again. A battery tester determined that the baery
had not had a chance to build itself up. The idling speed of the engine while | was cleaning up was not enough to chargeriee.
The alternator had to build a charge in the battery.

Many people helped to get us running again. It was suggested to go to the fuse box and disconnect the headlight systeeisiathe
biggest drain on the battery. We all pushed the motor, jumgs t art ed it, and it came to |dtipéo Jagai n. Fo
the convention, the motor worked well. | just had to make sure that the battery remained charged. | had no headlight or sterg/stem.
| did keep the CB connected just to confirm that all was well. Keep in mind that if the alternator goes out, so does the @Be arrived
at our motel a little later than planned, but all was well.

DAY TWO : Our group rode into the mountains. Debbie and | were reluctant to go in case the bike acted up again. Everybody insisfed
that we ride, and it was acomforting feeling to know that our friends were near by to help if anything went haywire. We had an
absolutely wonderful ride enjoying the countryside.

DAY THREE : We did not have any pressing responsibilities for the convention the next morning. We decided to enjoy some of the
usual touristy things like the Muscle Car Museum. The bike started nicely that morning, and Debbie and | were enjoying theydawe
decided to grab a bite of lunch, and then it was time to head to the convention for the afterno@uess what???About a half mile
before we reached the fairgrounds, it happened again. All electrical systems were dead. We were able to coast to a safe ipléwe
median of the road. | called on myfriends again to alert them of the problem. They stopped what they were doing, jumped into a SUY,
and came to our rescue again in no time. Jerry & Sharon Hamilton from Chapter A saw us and immediately pulled over to cheak as
until the SUV arrived. Jerry and | pulled off the side plates and started recharging the battery with their jumper cables. Wén Randy
and Robby Roberts arrived, everybody was in agreement that it was the alternator again. All these thoughts were running thghumy
head about what else could be causing the alternator to go bad??? When the battery was charged again, | was able to dravéikie to
a safe parking lot. We thank all the other Chapters who offered their spare alternators. | was afraid that the motor had othe
problems that might burn up another alternator so | declined the offers. More wonderfufriends, Robby and Lynda Roberts stepped
up to the plate and offered us their trailer to tow our motor home. Robby and Lynda had trailered their bike to the converdn. It
worked out well as Robby enjoyed aiice motorcycle ride home on Sunday, while Debbie and | visited with Lynda as we headed horme
in the SUV pulling the sick bike on the trailer. The motor stayed on the trailer and was hauled to the bike hospital the neday or so.
The puzzle was unfolded when it was realized that the second alternator went bad just as the first did, and a new alterndieded our
sick motorcycle so that we look forward to enjoying many more rides with oufriends to come.
