     This gives me goose bumps! Riding at the tail end of 

the motorcycle parade for Veterans Day and seeing all of 

those U.S. military & state flags flying, that will put a lump in 

your throat. It is awesome!                                                        

  Riding in a parade is a perfect example of slow     

riding.  Slow riding is a fairly difficult thing to accomplish on 

a 800 lb. motorcycle. It requires a lot of concentration and 

balance, which comes with a lot of practice.  Feathering the 

clutch, applying the rear brake and enough throttle to keep 

you rolling forward and upright is an art. Do not look down, 

because you will go down! Look straight ahead.  The idea is to keep your bike from wobbling all over the road 

and not run into your fellow bikers. They will really appreciate your efforts.                                                                                                                                    

 Riding in a parade is an extreme example of slow riding, because you are usually traveling at walking 

speed,  and our large Goldwings are not really comfortable at that speed.                                                         

 Our Parking Lot Practices (PLP) are a very good way to get comfortable riding at slow speed or find 

an empty parking lot and practice on your own.  During a parade you may want to slip your transmission into 

neutral and let out on your clutch, whenever you get a chance, to keep from over-heating your clutch, and on a 

1500cc, keep your RPMs up or you will run down your battery, the 1800ôs not  so much.                                                                                                                                

 The rider needs to keep his/her mind on what is going on around himself/herself.  Let your co-rider do 

the waving and hopefully not moving around too much. It can really be embarrassing if you fall over in the 

middle of a parade.                                                                                                                                                                           

 If you missed the Veterans Day Parade, you still have time to get in shape for the Smyrna Christmas 

Parade. At least it is a straight road.
