Riding in the Rain can really, really increase the pucker power. A little rain is not too bad, if you are
prepared for it. Start with your rain gear; being reasonable dry and comfortable helps a great deal if on:)
continue to ride. Keep your eye on the weather. If it looks like rain, pull over at a safe place and get info your
rain gear. You would be better safe than soggy.

The road is another BI G factor. I f you are trjaveling
can find a place to wait out the rain, do it. There is no need to take any chances on a slippery road.

Some riders in your group may not be comfortable riding in the rain. There is no need to make the trip into a
harrowing experience for someone. There are usually a few car washes in towns as you pass through them. Car
washes make great stopping places to wait out fthe rai.:

Once this begins to thicken, add 1 small package of strawberry jello and stir until dissolved
When dissolved, place pot in an ice water bath to cool mixture before pouring over straw-
berries. Coat each berry. Place in refrigerator until set. Add cool whip or ice cream when
you serve your pie.
