By learning about blind spots, stopping distances and other important truck specific safety tips, mgtor-

cyclist can improve their chances of being seen and reduce the number of highway deaths. Becalllse of
their smaller size and ability to move quickly in and out of traffic, motorcycles create a special cha |
lenge for the professional truck driver. By working together with motorcyclists and promoting awale-
ness we can make the road more enjoyable for all vehicles.

Did you know that according to the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration that for the last

seven years the number of motorcycle related deaths has continued to increase and that between|2003

and 2004 that number rose by 7.9 percent. In 2004 we lost over 4,00 motorcyclist in highway craghes.

The need for education is clear and Americalfs Roa:

Guidelines for Motorcyclists Key Points

Never cut in front of a truck. A fully loaded truck can weigh up to 80,000 pounds and take the length
of a football field to stop.

Dondét | inger alongside of a truck.

There are large blind spots on all four sides of a truck. Front, back, and both sides, with the largeg
blind spot on the right.

Where possible, avoid passing of the right side.
The right blind spot runs the length of the truck and extends out three lanes.

When riding behind a truck, maintain at lease a four second following distance. Stay far
enough back so that you can see the driver in the mirrors; or any debris that may be in tije
road. Following too close obstructs your view of the road ahead and leave you no time {f re-
act to emergencies.
Look for the driver in the mirror before you begin to pass. Then move quickly past the trgick
and only pull back in front once a safety cushion is established. Make sure you see bothj|of
the truckds headlights and some pavemen bef o
