I f you are pulling a trailer, dondt forget tlo check

much, and you can miss something that can become a problem on your trip. (Check wheel bearings,
tires, wiring, etc.)

The next thing to think about is the Medical Info that you keep in the left dash pocket of your bike/
trike. Make sure that is up to date. You can also get an Emergency Information Form from the
GWRRA web site. (N12)

Now we come to clothing. This time of the yelar it is
an extended trip. If all else fails, take it all. Well, maybe not all, but remember that the temps can vary
a lot from morning to mid-day to night. So take the things that will keep you comfortable, dry and Safe!
You know the drill- helmets, eye protection, long pants, long sleeves, ostbe-ankle footwear, and full
finger gloves.

Get plenty of rest before you ride. If you are riding in a group, keep your spacing and stagger
correctly. This will help keep everyone a little safer. Do not hesitate to let the Ride Leader know if you
need to stop for anything. Do not ride uncomfortably.

If someone breaks down and has to stop on the road, the Tail Gunner will stop with him and the Ride
Leader will take everyone else to the first safe place to pull over and wait. Do not pull off with the bike/
trike having trouble as this can create a very unsafe situation.
